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Messy Play
Children and parents play together at a sensory table filled with birdseed.  Provide berry baskets, funnels, large spoons and measuring cups. 
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Creative Play
Children glue craft feathers on construction paper birds.  Label with children’s names and take home.
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        Communication/Pretend Play
Children play in a plastic wading pool “nest” filled with shredded paper.  Children take turns waving “bye” to mommy bird and flying out of the nest and coming back.  Use the words, “in,” “out,” “hi,” and “bye.”
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Problem Solving Play
Children and parents play with shoe box birdhouses.  Cut entrance holes in the boxes.  Children fill houses with shredded paper and fit plastic eggs through the holes.
