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                          Creative Play
Children use zoo animal shaped sponges to print on white paper “cages” with black stripes.  Label with child’s name and take home.
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       Language/Pretend Play
Feed zoo animal puppets shredded paper “hay” from galvanized buckets.  Ask the animals if they are hungry and use the words “yes” or “no.”

Put animals in laundry basket cages by families.  Use a variety of sizes and types of animals.
